2010-11 was a year of growth and consolidation for WECAN. We have professionalized and expanded not only 

our staff but also our resources and book sales towards our goal of being more fully self-sustaining for our basic 

operations as an organization. We took strong steps in developing our committees, including personnel, finance, 

membership, and outreach and development, and laid the foundations for further work on our website, 

messaging, communications and outreach in 2011-12. 

 

WECAN continued its close collaboration with the Association of Waldorf Schools of North America 

through joint meetings at the executive team level, participation in the AWSNA Leadership Council, 

collaboration among regional representatives, and activities such as the e-Books project. In 2010-11, we 

continued to undertake tasks identified in our joint Memorandum of Understanding, toward strengthening our 

collaboration in service of the Waldorf movement in North America. 

 
WECAN was a very active member of the International Association for Steiner/Waldorf Early Childhood 

Education (IASWECE) in 2010-11. North American colleagues took a leadership role in the IASWECE 

Working Group on the Older Child in the Kindergarten and the IASWECE Task Force on Early Childhood 

Teacher Training. WECAN representatives also participated in IASWECE council meetings in Budapest, 

Hungary and Jaerna, Sweden. Increasingly, WECAN master teachers are invited to offer international 

mentoring and training support and were active in Latin America, China, and Africa in 2010-11. WECAN 

raised donations in support of IASWECE-sponsored early childhood training projects in China and Vietnam in 

2011.
